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THE DIAMOND W RIDES TO GERMANY!

The best in Kansas Cowboy music will be onstage in Munich and Augsburg, Germany next month, promoting Kansas tourism to German travel agents, journalists, and international tourists. 

The Diamond W Wranglers of Wichita are the featured entertainment for a special promotional tour by the Kansas Department of Commerce Travel and Tourism Division, in partnership with the State of Oklahoma.  The tour starts in Munich, where the Diamond W will perform at a reception being held for German media, and at a training session for the travel agents who sell Kansas and Oklahoma tour packages.

The focus of the trip is the 2010 AMERICANA World Western Riding & Reining Championships.  This 5-day event in September is the largest of its kind in Europe, attracting more than 40,000 Western riding enthusiasts.  The Diamond W Wranglers will be performing several times a day, encouraging people to visit the Kansas /Oklahoma booth.

“We are delighted that the states of Kansas and Oklahoma are using the Cowboy icon to promote international tourism,” says group member Jim Farrell.  “The Europeans love our Western Heritage.  It is absolutely the draw that will bring them to this part of the country.”  In honor of the trip, Diamond W is learning to sing one of the most commercially famous Western ballads, “Ghost Riders in the Sky”, in German.  

This will not be the first international trip for The Diamond W Wranglers (formerly the Prairie Rose Wranglers). In 2006 they were the first Americans to bring  Western Music to China, at the invitation of the Peoples Republic of China.  While there, they received the first government permit in history to actually perform ON the Great Wall of China.

In Kansas, the Diamond W Wranglers make their home at the Diamond W Chuckwagon at the Old Cowtown Museum in Wichita.  They also tour their unique brand of Western Music around the country.  In 2008, the Academy of Western Artists named their “Deep in the Saddle” CD “Western Music Album of the Year.”
